Evaluation:


The laboratory component of Human Biology will comprise 25% of the total Human Biology grade.  This component will be graded by the assignment of points each week in 4 defined areas.  A total of 770 points will be possible for the 12 lab sessions.

Areas of Evaluation

· Participation:   A maximum of 15 participation points can be earned each week (#1-12).  These are automatic points IF you come to class on time, do your assigned work during lab, cooperate with the instructor, and do not leave early.

· Quizzes:   Starting with Lab#2 and continuing through Lab#5, quizzes worth 50 points each will be given at the beginning of the class period over the materials covered during the previous lab.  IF you are late for class and miss the quiz time, you will lose all 50 quiz points.  IF you miss a Lab when a quiz is given, you will lose all 50 quiz points.  

· Notebook:   You are to keep a notebook (3-ring binder) of all handouts and class notes.  The first page (that you create) should be titled Table of Contents with the headings:  Lab #, Name of the Material, Date and Page # under which you will record the appropriate information.  The second page should be your syllabus, then the course schedule, then the Lab Safety Sheets, and then material from Lab #1, etc.  The notebook is to be kept up to date and in order.  It is worth a total of 90 points and will be graded twice, at Lab #8 and Lab #12.

· Exams:   There will be two exams given.  The first exam will be given during Lab #8.  It will cover the materials from Labs 5, 6, and 7. The second exam will be given during Lab #12, and it will cover the materials from Labs 9, 10, 11.  Each exam will be worth 150 points.  Because of the difficulty of setting up Biology Lab Exams, MAKE UP EXAMS WILL NOT BE GIVEN.  In case of a verifiable emergency, you may be allowed to take another instructor's exam.
