This page was “cut and pasted” from other locations in the web site, including the syllabus.  As I indicated at the beginning of the semester, this is how final grades would be determined so as to be fair and unbiased.
ATTENDANCE:
Regular attendance in class is essential to doing well in a college science class.  Although it does not insure a particular grade, it does help to insure that you have the best opportunity to do as well in the class as you are individually able.  
In BIOL103-01 and BIOL103-02 I will check attendance regularly by giving unannounced "attendance quizzes" and in class activities.   Quizzes will typically cover the material addressed in the previous class period or occasionally the material in the textbook reading assignment for that class.  The points earned will be 10% of the points upon which the course grade is based.  There will be 13 quizzes with the first 10 determining the quiz grade and any additional quizzes taken counting as bonus points. You must obviously be present in the class to have the opportunity to earn these points.  You are responsible for whatever occurs in class regardless of whether you are present, absent, or absent excused.  Should any student miss more than 3 weeks of class (> 9 classes), their final course grade can be reduced by 1 letter grade (including from a "D" to an "F") as described in the University catalog.
In addition, if you are not regularly (daily) reviewing what was covered in the previous classes and reading / studying the textbook assignments, you will most likely not do well on attendance quizzes and will miss the opportunity for earning 10% of your course grade and a primary means of "extra credit" in this course!  You most likely will not do well on the examinations either.  Remember, a rule of thumb in college work is at least 2 hours study time / hour in class to earn a "C" in the course.  In the sciences, that might should be at least 3 hours study / hour in the classroom or at least 9 hours / week!  This is for the average student and more time might be required for less prepared students or students who do poorly in science.  This, of course, does not include the "review time" on the days prior to a major examination.

GRADES:
Understand that at the end of the semester, the grade I assign for you will be based on the points you have earned during the entire semester in the lecture and the lab.  I will follow the grading scale reported in the syllabus.  At that point it will be too late to earn more points because you desire a particular letter grade.  The time to earn points toward your final course grade is by working throughout the semester and not at "the last moment".  This is a principle of how life is outside of Lee University and this is how it will be in this course.
